We were blessed the week of 
September 14th to have nine 
ladies stay at LSLC from the 
Salvation Army’s Center of 
Hope.  The ladies were 
brought to the church each 
evening, served dinner and 
provided with shower and 
laundry facilities.  Four of 
our Sunday School rooms 
were converted into sleeping 
quarters where they stayed 
each night, and in the morn-
ing after breakfast they were 

driven back to the Salvation 
Army for the day. 
 

The Salvation Army asked 
churches throughout the 
community to provide shelter 
for up to 12 women for a 
week from September until 
December.  In the summer 
women are temporarily 
housed at the men’s winter 
shelter, but the Salvation 
Army has no place for them 
to stay when men return to 
the shelter in September. 

Many volunteers made this 
possible by driving the van, 
preparing and serving meals, 
overnight hosting, donating 
food, toiletries, towels and 
blankets, financial support, 
and prayers. This project was 
truly a testament to what our 
congregation is able to do.

Income 
On a year to date basis, total 
income was better than 
budget by $44,200, of which 
approximately $14,400 was 
“earned” by paying out some 
of our designated liabilities 
and resulting in equally offset-
ting expenses (See accounts 
6200, 6300, 8000 and 8200 
above).   
For the month of August, 
contribution income was 
higher than budget by 
$11,800 which was much bet-
ter than both June and July. 
 

Expenses 
On a year to date basis, total 
expenses were higher than 
budget by $400.  Excluding 
the “earned” fund expenses, 
which are directly offset in 
income, expenses were 
$14,000 lower than budget; 
the largest component re-
mains to be in salary expense.   
 
Cash Position 
As of August 31, we had 
$55,100 in cash; an increase of 
$12,800 from July 31.   
 

2010 Budget 
September 2009 began the 
annual budget process for 
2010.  We will be working 
over the next couple of 
months to develop the up-
coming year’s budget.  We 
will also try to forecast the 
remainder of 2009 to deter-
mine where we will end up 
compared to the original 
budget.

On a year to date basis, total 
income was better than 
budget by $44,200, of which 
approximately $14,400 was 
“earned” by paying out some 
of our designated liabilities 
and resulting in equally offset-
ting expenses (See accounts 
6200, 6300, 8000 and 8200 
above).   
For the month of August, 
contribution income was 
higher than budget by 
$11,800 which was much bet-
ter than both June and July. 
 

Expenses 
On a year to date basis, total 
expenses were higher than 
budget by $400.  Excluding 
the “earned” fund expenses, 
which are directly offset in 
income, expenses were 
$14,000 lower than budget; 
the largest component re-
mains to be in salary expense.   
 
Cash Position 
As of August 31, we had 
$55,100 in cash; an increase of 
$12,800 from July 31.   
 

2010 Budget 
September 2009 began the 
annual budget process for 
2010.  We will be working 
over the next couple of 
months to develop the up-
coming year’s budget.  We 
will also try to forecast the 
remainder of 2009 to deter-
mine where we will end up 
compared to the original 
budget.
