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LSLC Financial Report 

Income 
On a year to date basis, total 
income was better than 
budget by $44,350, of which 
approximately $14,700 was 
“earned” by paying out some 
of our designated liabilities 
and resulting in equally offset-
ting expenses (See accounts 
6200, 6300, 8000 and 8200 
above).   
For the month of September, 
contribution income was 
$33,750 and was slightly 
higher than the budget of 
$33,470.   
 

Expenses 
On a year to date basis, total 
expenses were less than 
budget by $1,400.  Excluding 
the “earned” fund expenses, 
which are directly offset in 
income, expenses were 
$16,000 lower than budget; 
the largest component re-
mains to be in salary expense.   
 
Cash Position 
As of September 30, we had 
$59,200 in cash; an increase of 
$4,100 from August 31.   
 

2010 Budget 
A preliminary expense budget 
is in the process of being de-
veloped at this time and will 
be provided to the Church 
Council for review.  We have 
also prepared a preliminary 
forecast for the remainder of 
2009 and feel comfortable 
that we will be able to meet 
our obligations as they come 
due.
